Lumina Pinot Grigio - Lively and clean, this Italian white has crisp acidity and notes of citrus and apple
with a pleasant touch of minerality.

Drylands Sauvignon Blanc - Made by one of the first wineries to produce Sauvignon Blanc in New
Zealand's now renowned Marlborough region, this wine has notes of concentrated yet balanced citrus,
mango and grapefruit with a lingering tropical finish. 

Vint Chardonnay - Made with grapes sourced from California's Central Coast vineyards, prized for
producing pure, bright fruit, this chardonnay features a rich and creamy palate of baked apples, pears and
pineapple.

Ruffino Prosecco - A sparkling white wine from northeastern Italy, its fine bubbles caress the palate,
while intense flavors of apples and peaches give the wine a pleasing finish.

Kim Crawford Rose - This Provence, France rose has hints of watermelon and fresh cherries, leading to
a crisp and dry finish accented by floral notes.

Next Round Red Sangria - This light red wine-based sangria with refreshing fruit flavors of orange,
lemon, lime, and cherry can be enjoyed chilled or over ice!

Meiomi Pinot Noir - Known for its fuller-bodied structure and depth, this unique California red has supple
tannins, silky texture, and balanced acidity that make it pair well with a variety of foods.

Vint Cabernet Sauvignon - This wine sources from cool climate vineyards along the Pacific coast and
boasts luscious flavors of ripe bing cherries and blueberry, which are accented by toasty oak and hints of
coffee and vanilla flavors.

Meiomi Red Blend - Lifted aromas of dark, jammy fruit and vanilla combine with dark roast mocha and
juicy blackberry flavors. A soft, velvety mouthfeel leads to a smooth, sweet finish.
